To illustrate, if the review entails the evaluation of three distinct methodologies, it may be practical to divide the body of the article into three parts, with each section elaborating on one of the methods. Within each section, it is crucial to provide a description of the research methods and assess how the studies were conducted, highlighting factors such as study design and analysis. Furthermore, it is recommended to compare and contrast the studies and discuss their implications.
2.1. Figures and Tables
All figures and tables should be cited in the main text in a consecutive order. Tables and figures must be centered. Large figures and tables may span both columns. Please ensure that tables are placed at the top or bottom of a page.

3. Conclusions
The conclusions section should summarize the key findings and implications of the review. It should begin with a restatement of the main objectives and research questions of the review. The conclusion should be written in a clear and concise manner, leaving the reader with a clear understanding of the main findings and their implications. It may also be appropriate to provide recommendations for future research, clinical practice, or policy. In summary, the conclusion of a review article should provide a synthesis of the literature and its implications, as well as suggestions for further research in the field.
